Pray And Ask 
 
 

But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith,  
praying in the Holy Spirit (Jud 1:20) 



 
"But you, when you pray, go into your inner room, close your door and pray to your Father who is in secret, and your Father 
who sees what is done in secret will reward you openly.  (Mat 6:6) 

"And all things you ask in prayer, believing, you will receive."  (Mat 21:22) 

In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself 
intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words;  (Rom 8:26) 

In the days of His flesh, He offered up both prayers and supplications with loud crying and tears to the One able to save Him 
from death, and He was heard because of His piety [godly fear, righteousness].  (Heb 5:7) 

Therefore, [keep confessing] confess your sins to one another, and [keep praying] pray for one another so that you may 
be healed. The effective prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much.  (Jam 5:16) 

You husbands in the same way, [continually] live with your wives in an understanding way, as with someone weaker, since 
she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life, so that your prayers will not be hindered.  (1Pe 3:7) 

"FOR THE EYES OF THE LORD ARE TOWARD THE RIGHTEOUS, AND HIS EARS ATTEND TO THEIR PRAYER, BUT 
THE FACE OF THE LORD IS AGAINST THOSE WHO [practice] DO EVIL."  (1Pe 3:12) 

"[Keep asking] Ask, and it will be given to you; [keep seeking] seek, and you will find; [keep knocking] knock, and it will be 
opened to you. "For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened.  (Mat 
7:7,8) 

"Again I say to you, that if two of you agree on earth about anything that they may ask, it shall be done for them by My 
Father who is in heaven.  (Mat 18:19) 

"Whatever you ask in My name, that will I do, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. "If you ask Me anything in My 
name, I will do it.  (Joh 14:13,14) 

"If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be done for you.  (Joh 15:7) 

"You did not choose Me but I chose you, and appointed you that you would go and bear fruit, and that your fruit would remain, 
so that whatever you ask of the Father in My name He may give to you.  (Joh 15:16) 

But he must [keep asking] ask in faith without any doubting, for the one who doubts is like the surf of the sea, driven and 
tossed by the wind. For that man ought not to expect that he will receive anything from the Lord being a double-minded man, 
unstable in all his ways.  (Jam 1:6-8) 

You lust and do not have; so you commit murder. You are envious and cannot obtain; so you fight and quarrel. You do not 
have because you do not ask.  (Jam 4:2) 

You ask and do not receive, because you ask *[wickedly] with wrong motives, so that you may spend it *[in] on your 
pleasures.  (Jam 4:3) 

This is the confidence which we have *[toward] before Him, that, if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. And 
if we know that He hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him.  (1Jo 
5:14,15) 

 
Rejoice always; pray without ceasing; in everything give thanks;
