9) 

 The Lord our God is a God who is, "merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in goodness and truth." (Exo 34:7, 

NLT) I am coming to learn that when I acknowledge my need for the Savior and that without Him I can do nothing, that is 

when "His strength is perfected in weakness." 

"For the LORD will vindicate His people, And will have compassion on His servants, When He sees that 

their strength is gone."
