Perhaps you will be hidden in the day of the LORD’s anger.  (Zep 2:4, NASB) 

Seek the LORD while He may be found; call upon Him while He is near.  (Isa 55:6, NASB) 

But from there you will seek the LORD your God, and you will find Him if you search for Him with all your heart and all 

your soul.  (Deu 4:29, NASB) 

And without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a 

rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.  (Heb 11:6, NASB) I love those who love me; and those who diligently seek 

me will find me.  (Prov 8:17, NASB)

Listen to me, you who pursue righteousness, who seek the LORD; look to the rock from which you were dug.  (Isa 51:1,

No, O people, the LORD has told you what is good, and this is what He requires of you; to do what is right, to love mercy, 

and to walk humble with your God?  (Mic 6:8, NLT) 

 

Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope completely on the grace to be brought to 

you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.  (1 Pet 1:13, NASB) 

For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men, … looking for the blessed hope and appearing of the 

glory of our great God and Savior, Christ Jesus.  (Tit 2:11,13, NASB) 

In the future there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me 

on that day; and not only to me, but also to all who have loved His appearing.  (2 Tim 4:8, NASB)
